REPENT 
     “You are the man.” These words, 
spoken to King David by the prophet 
Nathan in the passage just before    
today’s first reading, were a wake-up 
call to David that he had done wrong in 
taking the wife of Uriah and having 
Uriah killed in battle. The story that 
woke David up to his own guilt was 
about a rich man who had many sheep, 
but took and slaughtered the only 
sheep of a poor man. David thought 
the man should be punished, but when 
Nathan made known to him that this 
story was about David himself, David 
woke up to his own sin and repented, 
and the Lord forgave him. Today’s 
psalm of David reinforces for us the 
necessity of recognizing our own guilt 
and confessing it before the Lord. Then 
“[b]lessed is the one whose fault is 
taken away, / whose sin is covered”. 
(Psalm 32:1). God becomes our shelter, 
and gives us back our freedom.

ON IT EXPERTISE, OLD POP BOTTLES, AND  
EFFUSIVENESS IN GRATITUDE AND LOVE

     My boss directed me recently to set up a webinar so that we could give an on-line presentation to a guy out east 
somewhere. I’d attended a few webinars in the past so I knew a little about access codes and such, but I had never ini-
tiated such a thing before. I learned that I needed to call some other company offering webinar services and open up 
an account with them, so I did. Electronically, they sent me the associated paperwork necessary to get everything go-
ing. I chose the time and the place and confirmed with the guy out east that he’d be in front of his computer with a 
phone nearby come the day and hour, then I turned to our IT people to make sure it all happened. As always, Mary 
and Mike and Mitchell and Diana were great and I thanked them repeatedly for the assistance. Mary said that she and 
the whole IT team were happy to help. Effusive in my gratitude, I shared with her this story… 
     Out of grad school in 1978, I took a food technologist job with a company in Skokie, IL (the same company with the 
great IT team today). I needed a place to stay, though, and my friend Gail--still my friend, but now my wife, too--told 
me that her Aunt Bernice had a basement apartment on the cheap. I said OK and moved in right away. As part of the 
agreement, I cut Bernice’s grass and shoveled her walks, and in this same vein, I once moved several cartons of old pop 
bottles for her to clear up some space in her basement foyer. Man, you would have thought I’d just built her a new 
house or saved her from drowning or something. She was crazy effusive in her gratitude, and it taught me something I 
still hold dear: doing even the littlest of things for people can mean the world to them if the people are unable to ac-
complish these things themselves. That’s how Bernice felt when I moved the pop bottles for her. That’s how I felt 
when IT got the webinar going for me.  
     Today’s Gospel portrays two characters interfacing with Jesus. One is Simon, a Pharisee and Christ’s dinner host. 
The other is an un-named “sinful woman” who washes Christ’s feet with her tears, dries them with her hair, kisses 
them, and then anoints them with oil. Knowing that Simon is wondering why his guest (a prophet, supposedly…) lets a 
sinner attend him so, Christ tells Simon of two men with disparate debts, both of which are canceled, and asks Simon 
which man would love the creditor more. “The one, I suppose, whose larger debt was forgiven,” he responds. Jesus 
has made his point, but Simon doesn’t even know it. Although the Pharisee is a sinner like the rest of us, he seems to 
think that his own virtue can gain him salvation--that his faithfulness to the law is all he needs--so while he enjoys Je-
sus’ company, his love for Christ, as shown by his action/inaction, is shallow. The woman, by comparison, knows that 
she is lost on her own and thus is effusive in her response at being in Christ’s presence. “Your faith has saved you,” Je-
sus tells her. “Go in peace.” May we all learn from this “sinful woman” something of gratitude and love.
