17TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
First Reading: Genesis 18:20-32 

Second Reading: Colossians 2:12-14 
Gospel: Luke 11:1-13 

    Jesus was praying in a certain place, and when he had 
finished, one of his disciples said to him, "Lord, teach us 
to pray just as John taught his disciples." He said to 
them, "When you pray, say: Father, hallowed be your 
name, your kingdom come. Give us each day our daily 
bread and forgive us our sins for we ourselves forgive 
everyone in debt to us, and do not subject us to the final 
test." 
    And he said to them, "Suppose one of you has a friend 
to whom he goes at midnight and says, 'Friend, lend me 
three loaves of bread, for a friend of mine has arrived at 
my house from a journey and I have nothing to offer 
him,' and he says in reply from within, 'Do not bother 
me; the door has already been locked and my children 
and I are already in bed. I cannot get up to give you any-
thing.' I tell you, if he does not get up to give the visitor 
the loaves because of their friendship, he will get up to 
give him whatever he needs because of his persistence. 
    "And I tell you, ask and you will receive; seek and you 
will find; knock and the door will be opened to you. For 
everyone who asks, receives; and the one who seeks, 
finds; and to the one who knocks, the door will be 
opened. What father among you would hand his son a 
snake when he asks for a fish? Or hand him a scorpion 
when he asks for an egg? If you then, who are wicked, 
know how to give good gifts to your children, how much 
more will the Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to 
those who ask him?"

MINISTRY OF PRAYER 
Our connectedness with God 
 is a story that is unfolding. 

DON’T BE ANXIOUS 
    One can wonder how Luke’s Gospel 
passage today might have been differ-
ent if Mary, not Martha, had been the 
one to complain to Jesus, if Mary had 
said “Lord, look at her! Here you are 
sharing your wisdom and all she can 
think about is supper.” Jesus may have 
noted, as Luke does, that Martha was 
burdened with much serving. Later in 
his writings, this same evangelist will 
describe in Acts how the early commu-
nity set aside people whose ministry it 
is to see to the serving at table. As a 
fully human person, Jesus knew the 
human needs that had to be tended. 
He doesn’t deny this, nor does he  
chastise Martha for her working in   
service. He chides her for being anxious 
and worried. How can Martha—or any 
of us—be anxious or worried about the 
serving that needs to be done when we 
do it in the context of the Lord’s will 
and wisdom? The Church has done 
more than any other institution to bear 
the heavy burdens of serving the ill, the 
uneducated, the suffering; has been 
“Martha” to countless of the little ones 
whom Christ told us were his very  
presence. But the Church has borne 
the burdens of service from the posi-
tion of Mary: at the feet of the Lord, 
listening to and being guided by his 
word.

ON BEING MARTHA VS BEING MARY

     My wife and I are not the greatest housekeepers, OK? I mean, I need to get this out there right from the begin-
ning. I think we keep a welcoming home. Gail will make you a nice cup of tea in the evening and I’ll make you 
scones for breakfast, but if you want pristine, we can’t help you, even if we know you’re coming. With that said, I’ll 
now tell you about an overnight guest we had several years ago. Gail’s old college roommate. As is often the case, 
we had some general housekeeping to attend to after dinner, and our guest offered to help. We said OK and gave 
her an assignment or two, but she went crazy with it, thinking, apparently, that our home needed a whole lot more 
work than we thought it needed. Gail and I knocked off soon enough to put our feet up and watch Johnny Carson--
and perhaps have a cup of tea--but the old roommate just kept on working, despite our request that she join us. I 
didn’t make the connection at the time, but clearly, we had a Martha in our midst. 
 

     This annoyed me, but it’s not to say to say that I haven’t played the Martha card myself around here over the 
years. I play it rather frequently, in fact, and I absolutely can’t seem to get past it at times. One such incident has 
stayed with me for years and it still stings me when I think about it. Like our houseguest, I was going crazy with 
matters of the household one evening when Gail wanted me to do something with her and the kids. Maybe watch a 
movie. Maybe play a game. I can’t recall the exact circumstances, but I recall feeling a need to keep tending to the 
household instead of joining my family. I recall being angry that no one was helping me. I recall Gail asking me 
which I would rather do: clean up the kitchen? or join her and Sarah and Paul in some quiet time… I recall saying 
that, of course, I’d rather spend time with the family, but that the work still needed to be done. So I kept doing it. 
Then I recall Gail telling me that my actions bespoke my choice, and sadly, she was right.  
 

     And my Martha runs deeper still, bringing me directly into today’s Gospel. Last Advent, I intended to read the 
Scriptures fifteen minutes every day but I fell short, always seeming to have dishes or laundry or the holiday itself 
to attend to. This past Lent, I was shooting for fifteen minutes every day in prayer, but I fell short again, and now I 
look back at the question Gail put to me all those years ago: “Which would you rather do?” Of course I’d rather 
have spent the time speaking with Jesus or reflecting on his Godliness, and yet what did I do? I went about the quo-
tidian tasks always before me. Well, they are still before me, and on my bad prayer days, my actions still bespeak 
my choices. “Martha, Martha,” Jesus tells his friend when she complains that Mary is not helping her, “you are anx-
ious and worried about many things. There is need of only one thing. Mary has chosen the better part, and it will 
not be taken from her.” Martha’s sister answers Gail’s “Which would you rather do?” question wisely. Mary, teach 
me to do the same.
